Review: Oil scandal. The Teapot Dome Scandal was an oil scandal, a great deal of which 
surrounded the matter of the defense of the United States of America by the U.S. Navy at Pearl 
Harbor.  
 
Key Understanding #1: The Pearl Harbor oil scandal. In scripture, oil is 
representative of the Holy Spirit. At Pearl Harbor, Howell Forgy’s call to 
“Praise the Lord and pass the ammunition” was not of the Holy Spirit, 
but of the flesh. “Praise the Lord and pass the ammunition” and the 
revenge for Pearl Harbor represent what can be called Pearl 
Harbor oil scandals – counterfeit leadings of the oil of the Holy 
Spirit.  
 
Key Understanding #2: Pointing to December 7-8, 1941. The 
Teapot Dome Scandal was an oil scandal and was directly 
connected to Pearl Harbor in the 1920’s because it was pointing 
to the spiritual oil scandal that would be represented by Pearl 
Harbor on December 7-8, 1941.
